The New Entrance & Exit Loan Counseling Requirements: presented by Vera Senese and Clem LaPietra.  

The Higher Education Opportunity Act (HEOA) was signed into law on 8/14/2008.  The Regulations will be effective 7/10/10, but schools have to comply now.

Several of the new Entrance Interview requirements are school specific and include, but are not limited to:

· Average indebtedness for students in a specific program

· The definition of half time status at a your respective institution

· Required to do an entrance interview for new students

· Must document that the entrance interview was completed

· If an electronic entrance interview product is used, must provide the name of a Title VI knowledgeable person to answer questions

· Schools must explain interest accrual/capitalization of interest while borrower is in school

· Sample repayment schedule

 New exit interview requirements include, but are not limited to:

· If student doesn’t complete an on-line interview the school must mail exit counseling materials within 30 days of learning the borrower dropped below half time.

MENTORING: presented by Angie Esparza and Melanie Williams-Bethea

Individuals were asked if they had been mentored directly or indirectly and shared various mentoring experiences.

The criteria for selecting mentors and mentorees will be redefined.

A suggestion was made that cross training take place between Financial Aid Offices and Admissions Offices.

The presenters asked if anyone wanted to be a mentor. Those individuals who agreed to serve as mentors were given blue mentor buttons and asked to wear them at the Tri-regional.
